February 12, 2018

The Florissant City Council met in regular sessadiirlorissant City Hall, 955 rue St. Francois
on Monday, February 12, 2018 at 7:30 p.m. with @idUPresident Pagano presiding. The Chair asked
everyone in attendance to stand and join in regitie Pledge of Allegiance.

The City Clerk reported that Public Hearing #18d0% to be held this night on a request to
amend B-5 Ord.

Alex Bockman, petitioner, explained that Target wadergoing a nationwide effort to upgrade

the exterior appearance of their stores. Theyaislb upgrade the signage and the Target logoderor
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to give a more modern appearance. The Targetosighe east elevation will be replaced with a white
bullet only. They will be adding Stonewood sidagan architectural feature. The existing bwilk
remain “as is.” A cast oak color will be used @abdhe storefront, under the Nantucket Oak panel.
